Subprogram History

In 1943, the Kansas Legislature passed the Dental Practices Act, K.S.A. 65-1421 et seq. The Kansas Dental Board was established to enforce the Act, K.S.A. 74-1404 et seq. The Board is composed of 
six dentists, two dental hygienists, and one public member, all of whom are appointed to four-year terms by the Governor.

Consequences of Not Funding This Subprogram

1) Licensing. Nonlicensed persons will practice dentistry and dental hygiene. Insurance companies and public safety net programs require licensure for reimbursement. 2) Legal. Ongoing practice of 
dentists and dental hygienists by unqualiƱed or dangerous individuals. 3) Inspections. No capability to ensure steriliƏation and infection control standards are being met despite statewide, universal 
rules.
